The storiesthey tell can
take us to the farthest reaches of the universe, explore new facets of the world around us, or take us to a magical
realm. . . . Science fiction and fantasy aren't limited to the written word. Science fiction and fantasy art can illustrate a
story or tell one of itsown. . . . Science fiction is grounded in science fact. The science of today, whether it is exploring
the possibility of life on Mars or mapping the human genetic structure, can serve as the basis for science fiction stories.

L.A.con IV, the 64™ World Science Fiction Convention, in conjunction with Baltimore Worldcon 1998, Inc., a section
501(c)(3) charitable organization, is ponsoring a contest for the best short story with a science fiction or fantasy theme, the
best sciencefiction or fantasy artwork, and the best science essay. This contest is open to al sudentsin elementary school
(5th grade and below), middle school (6th through 8th grade) and high school (9th through 12th grade). Each entry must
include a completed entry form. Each student may enter/winin any or dl of the story, art or essay categories, but may only
enter once in each of the categories. Please do not include the student’s name on the front of any entry.

The short story must be an original story with ascience fiction or fantasy theme. 1t must be in English, typewritten
using astandard business font and double-spaced. 1t must be at least 5 pages long for students in elementary school, 10 pages
long for studentsin middle school, and 15 pages long for students in high school, and should be no more than 50 pages. Entries
will be judged on their origindity and creativity, grammar and spelling, Structure, character development, plot development, and
the use of sciencefiction and fantasy dements.

The artwork must be an original work with a science fiction or fantasy theme, in pencil, pen & ink, pastels,
charcod, or paint. It must be aflat, two-dimensond piece that is mounted in a mat suitable for hanging, at leest 5" by 7' and
no morethan 11" by 17, It may be anilludration of an existing Sory or an origind idea. Entrieswill be judged on their
origindity and credtivity, artistic technique, and the use of science fiction and fantasy eements.

The science essay must be afactual work indluding alist of references used. It must be in English, typewritten using
astandard business font and double spaced. It must be at least 3 pageslong for e ementary school students, 6 pages for
middle school students, and 9 pages for high school students, and should be no more than 35 pages. Entrieswill be judged on
content, grammar and spelling, structure, and use of references.

Entries should be mailed to Student Science Fiction and Fantasy Contest, P.O. Box 314, Annapolis Junction, MD
20701, USA. Entries must be postmarked by March 31, 2006. Winnerswill be announced at a speciad ceremony honoring
the contestants at L.A.con 1V on Saturday, August 26, 2006.

All contestants will receive a certificate for participating. Semi-findists will beinvited to attend L.A.con 1V for
Saturday, August 26, 2006. Findistswill aso receive acommemorative T-shirt and a$10 gift certificate from amagjor book
gore. Thewinnerswill beinvited to attend dl five days of L.A.con IV and will receive a commemorative T-shirt and a $50 gift
certificate from a mgjor book store.
